Batteries are not installed correctly.
Main power is not connected.

No picture, normal sound
Adjust the brightness and contrast.

Normal picture, no sound
Press the Vol+ button to increase volume.

Volume is set to mute, press the mute button to
restore sound.

Blank screen when computer system connected
Perhaps the monitor can not recognize the resolution
set by the PC. Suggest to change to the best

resolution or other standard resolutions of the
Windows system.

Radio frequency interference

This interference produces moving ripples or diagonal
Streaks, and in some case, loss of contrast in the
Picture.

Find out and remove the radio interference source.
